FUNDAMENTALS OF NURSING
This course provides a foundation for the nursing program.  
It introduces the student to the history and practice of  
nursing, including the standard of nursing practice. The 
nursing process is introduced and used as an approach to 
nursing care with emphasis on assessment of basic human 
needs relating to oxygenation, nutrition, elimination, comfort 
and safety, security, and mobility. This course integrates 
community health concepts and prepares entry-level nurses 
to work effectively in multiple roles. Theoretical knowledge 
and principles are applied in the skills laboratory and clinical 
setting.
 
ADULT NURSING I
In this course, students continue to develop their role as  
a member of the profession of nursing as a provider of care 
to clients across the lifespan with uncomplicated medical 
surgical alterations in health. The course curriculum includes 
concepts that are socially diverse, cultural, and ethnic in 
nature with regard to the care of clients across the lifespan 
to include both adult and geriatric clients.
 
COMPREHENSIVE PHARMACOLOGY
This online course explores essential pharmacology concepts 
and principles as applied in the nursing management of  
client care, including an overview of drug classifications, 
drug actions/interactions, and therapeutic and adverse  
reactions to medications.

 
Upon graduation, you are eligible to sit for the NCLEX-RN exam and upon 
passing, are qualified to apply for a state license to practice as an RN.
